Papua Mew Guinea, occupies the eastern part of the
world's second largest island. Linguistically, it is the world's
mast diverse country, with more than 700 native tongues.

Some BED% of Papua Mew Guinea's people live in rural
areas with few or no facilites.

any tribes in the isclated mountainous intericr have
Iittle contact with each other, let alone with the outside world,
and live in @ non-monetarised economy, dependant on what
they grow in their village gardens.

Port Maoreshy - the capital - is about 6:20 hours flying
time from Auckland and 3 howrs from Brisbane.

The country has an area of 462,840 sq. kms, (178,704 sq.
mls compared to MZ. with 103,000 sq. mis] and has a popula-
tion of just under seven million.

The major language: English (official), Pidgin, and native
languages. although English is taught in the country’s schools,
mizst of the native people speak mainly in Pidgin.

The English version of Bro. Branham's books have been
well received and understoed, but to have a better understand-
ing of the Message, for many of the population, translation into
thieir cown vernacular, is an imperative.

In the early stages, several translators were tried, but
their translations were poor and had to be discarded. At the
mament we have an excellent translator, who holds 2 Masters
degrees from both PM.G. & OQueensland Universities, and a stint
im wWellington. He and his family are Meassage balievers, who |
had the privilege of baptising.

Translations have tended to be slow and expensive.
Their standard thinking seems to be, “Why hurry today, when
there's a tomorrow, and still yet other tomorrows?" However,
the dissemination of the Message, has pressed on and is now
established in several areas of the Country.

The reads of the Country in the north, the central area

and the south-west, do not connect. 5o much outreach has
to be done by flying, which is an expensive business.

The motels everywhere are costly, so we use Guest
Houses, wherever we can get them.

The Transkation of the Church age book took some
time, and was costly. But it was completed in February this
year, and has now been printed.

Bro. Kwesi Crentsil and his Church in Melbourns
wiare also very helpful and generous. Theay assisted in a large
amount of the payment for the first lot of printing of the
translated church Age Book. The total cost being well over
8500000 for 500 books.

The Lord richly bless them. The books are at present
being distributed in BM.G. The response is great. Another
australian Fellowship of Bro. Graham Reid's church in Bris-
bane, donated a large amount of meney for the translation
effort. The Lord also bless these precious brethren.

wie were also able to start a work with the Message
in the Solomon Islands, and this work is now developing.
Bro. Ross Lane £ the belisvers there, have played a signifi-
cant role in the financing & growth of the Mission work in
the Solomons. | am grateful for the vision and dedication of
these Saints.

Brother Ben Gloyne of Christchurch, and his moth-
er sister anne, have begun their own Mission work on the
Island of Mew Britain, where the Gloyne family live. This
will open the door into the Island of Mew Ireland and then
southwards towards Bouganville, a Sovereign State laying
betwean the Solomons & PH.G. These Islands lay on the
southern & eastern end of the Bismarck Sea.

These are just some of the things the Lord has been
doing in the Mission fields of PM.G, and the Solomon 15-
lands.

Thank you for always induding us with
the distribution of the Mewsletter.
| would like also to thank all the brethren in N2
and everywhere else who have remembered us
in prayers when the Tsunami hit Samoa. Yes, as
you mentioned in the Newsletter, no one from our
church here was affected by the earthquake or the
Tsunami and we are so grateful and praise God for
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His gracious Love._._

We are currently involeed in a project
which is called “Samoa Hope Project”™ which is
reconstruction of all the family houses in Samoa
that were affected in the Tsunami. About 425 fales
{traditional houses) will be built. Government and
other Charitable organizations are helping fimanc-
ing these fales. The cost of each fale is arocund
NZ5%10,000. Habitat for Humanity NZ is sending
NZ (tradesmen) volunteers over to Samoa to as-
sist with reconstruction and to provide Qualified
Trades-pecple. | have been asked by the Habitat
for Humanity NZ, to be their Project Manager of
this huge project and hence will imeaohe brothers
in our church to also volunteer for the re-construc-
tion. One of the brothers in church shared, "Wy
motive of wanting to valunteer for this project is
to also use the opportunity to share with everyone
the Groce and Love of our Living God and espe-
ciglly with the Messoge of the Hour” People are
still in great awe of what actually happened during
the Tsunami and definitely, it was a wake up call
to Samoa as our people are so religious and now
with the Tsunami experience, there is now a great
awareneass that the reality that is there will be the
end of this life.. Hallelujah!!! Our Lord is coming
back for the Bride very soon__

My purpose for telling you of this project
is, in case some brothers may decide to come with
the numbers of Volunteers from MZ. Pleasze let me
know as well. The project will go on for & months
and for NZ volunteers it will only be for two weeks
each and HfH are coordinating the flow of volun-
teer trips. Air NZ has offered a huge discount of air-
fares and if amy brother wishes to come, we would
also be so glad for them to come and fellowship
with us here. Currently, we have the first lot al-
ready in here and they are camping at the Tsunami
area at the huge Hall like a Marae.

Benjamin Netanyahu's
= Speech to the United Nations =

Mr President, Ladies
and Gentlemen,

Nearly B2 years
apgo, the United Nations
recognized the right of
the lews, an ancient peo-
ple, 3,500 years old, to a
state of their own in their
ancestral homeland. | stand here today as the Prime
Minister of lsrael, the Jewish state, and | speak to
you on behalf of my country and my people.

The United Nations was founded after the
cammage of World War 11 and the homors of the
Holocaust. It was charged with preventing the re-
currence of such horrendous events. Nothing has
undermined that central mission more than the
systematic assault on the truth.

Yesterday the President of Ian stood at
this very podium, spewing his latest ant-Semitic
ramts. Just a few days earlier, he again claimed that
the Holocaust is a lie.

Last month, | went to a villa in a suburb of
Berlin c@alled Wannsee. There, on January 20, 1942
after a hearty meal senior Nazi officials met and de-
cided how to exterminate the Jewish people. The
detailed minutes of that meeting have been pre-
served by successive German governments.

Here is a copy of those minutes, im which
the Mazis issued precise instructions on how to car-
ry out the extermination of the Jews. |s this a lie?

A day before | was in Wannsee, | was
given, in Berlin, the original construction plans
for the Auschwitz-Birkenau concentration @mp.
Those plans are signed by Hitler’s deputy, Heinrich
Himmler himself. Here is a copy of the plans for
Auschwitz-Birkenau, where ocne million Jews were
miurdered. Is this too a lie?

Yesterday, the man who calls the Holocaust
a lie spoke from this podium. To those who refused
to come here and to those who left this room in pro-
test, | commend you. You stood up for moral darity
and you brought honour to your cowntries.

This Iranian regime is fuelled by an extreme
fundamentalism that burst onto the world scene
three decades ago after lying dormant for centu-
ries Fanaticism has swept the globe with a murder-
ous violence and cold-blooded impartality in its
choice of victims. It has @llously slaughtered Mos-
lems and Christians, lews and Hindus, and many
others.

Though it is comprised of different off-
shoots, the adherents of this unforgiving creed
seek to return humanity to medieval imes.

The struggle against this fanaticism does
not pit faith against faith nor civilzaton against
civilization. It pits cilization agsinst barbarism,
the 21st century against the Sth century, those
who sanctfy life against those who glorify death.
The primitvism of the Sth century ought to be no
miatch for the progress of the 21st centuny.

Ladies and Gentlemen, the jury is stll out
on the United Mations, and recent signs are not
encouraging. Rather than condemning the terror-
ists and their Iranian patrons, some here have con-
demned their victims. That is exactly what a recent
UN report on Gaza did, falsely equating the terror-
ists with those they @rgeted.

For eight long years, Hamas fired from
Gaza thousands of missiles, mortars and rockets on
nearby Israeli cities. Year after year, as those mis-
siles were deliberately hurled at our civilians, not a
singhe UN resolution was passed condemning those
criminal attacks.

‘We heard nothing — absolutely nothing —
from the UM Human Rights Cowncil, a misnamed
institution if there ever was one. In 2005, hoping
to advance peace, |srael unilaterally withdrew from
every inch of Gaza. It dismantled 21 settlements
and uprooted owver 8000 lsraelis. We didn't get
peace. Instead we got an lranian backed terror base
fifty miles from Tel Aviv Life in lsraeli towns and cit-
ies next to Gaza became a nightmare.

You see, the Hamas rocket attacks not only
continued, they increased tenfold. Again, the UM
was silent. Finally after eight years of this unremit-
ting assault, lsreel was finally forced to respond.
But how should we hawe responded? Well, there is
only cne example in history of thousands of rock-
ets being fired on a country’s civilian population.
It happened when the Mazis rocketed British cities
during World War 11

|zrael, by contrast, tried to minimize casu-
alties by urging Palestinian civilians to vacate the
targeted areas. We dropped countless flyers over
their homes, sent thousands of text messages and
called thousands of cell phones asking people to
leave.

MNewver has a country gone to such extraor-
dinary lengths to remove the enemy’s civilian
population from harm's way. Yet faced with swch a
clear @se of aggressor and victim, who did the UN
Human Rights Council decide to condemn? |srael.
A democracy legiimately defending itself against



terror is morally hanged, drawn and quartered, and
given an unfair trial to boot.

By these twisted standards, the UN Human
Rights Council would have dragged Roosevelt and
Churchill to the dock as war criminals. What a per-
verzion of truth! What a perversion of justice!

Delegates of the United Mations, will you
accept this farce?

Inscribed on the walls outside this building
is the great Biblical vision of peace: “Mation shall
not lift up sword against nation. They shall learn
war no more” These words were spoken by the
Jewish prophet Isaiah 2, 800 yvears ago as he walked
in my country, in my city — in the hills of Judea and
inthe streets of lerusalem.

last evaluation of
what the Haganah's
assessment was at
this zero hour. He
called im two men:
the first, Yigael
‘Yadin, who was the
Haganah's Chief of Operations, and the second,
Yisrael Galili, who was its de facto Commander-in-
chief. Their answers were virtually identical — and
terrifying. We could be sure of only two things.

They said that the British would pull owut and the
Arabs would invade. ‘And then? they were asked._
They were both silent. But after a minute, Yadin
said, “The best we can tell you is that we have a
fifty-fifty chance. We are as likely to win as we are
to be defeated.™

5o it was on that bright note that the final ded-
sion was made. On Friday, 14 May 1948 (the Sth
of year hyar 5708, according to the Hebrew cal-
endar], the Jewish state would come into being.
s population numbered 650,000. Its chance of
surviving its birth depended on whether or not
the Yishuwv could possibly meet the assault of five
regular Arab armies actively aided by Palestine’s
one million Arabs.

What an overwhelming, opposing power and grim
reality the Jewish people had to deal with at the
very dawn of daiming once again their rightful
God given promised Land. Also, with every step
gained into ‘our own Spiritual Promised Land’, we
have/will surely face assaults of opposing powers.

As the ceremony of the prodamation of the newly
founded 5tate of lsrael came to a close on the eve
of 14 May 1548 with the Palestine Philharmonic
Orchestra playing the ‘Hatikvah', the people of
Israel faced the wery next morning the first attack

by Egyptian Spitfires bombing Tel Aviv's power sta-

tion and airport. This event was to be understood

as the start of the War of Independence.

Let us remember, as Brother Branham taught us,
that every part of the Promised Land has to be
fought for, just like |srael had to - and stll is fight-
ing for its Land.

Itiis The Lord lesus that is truly the cemre and hero of
Chiristrnas, and the reason for our giving. Chiristrnas is about
God leaving His Throne in glory and humbling Himsa!f to be-
come a littde human baby so that He could feel and become a
part of His creation in order to redeem his aeation. What an
inredible expression and gift - the greatest Gift of all - God
Himself giving Himself to the world and to each of us per-
sonally. As the song says, “What love is this that brought rmy
Savior down, that made Him leave His glorious throne and
oo, what love is this, what love is this?™

All around the world people treasure and adore this
Christimas icon c@lled Santa Claus, but how miuch do we really
kmiow about this mysteriouws so called gift-giver? Mamy regard
Santa as nothing more than a children’s fairy t@le figure, but
did you know that he does have some basis in histony?

San@a is a charecer derived from the legendary
bishop Saint Micholas. This is wiy be is sometimes known by
the alias "5t Nide" Although Santa Claus is widely assocated
with the western world, the bishop's story begins in the 4th
century in Myra, which is now the Meditermanean coast of
Tarkesy.

5t Nicholas of Myra was a devout Christian who was
known to believers as a mirace worker. There are countless
stories about Micholas performing miracles, saving lves, res-
urrecting the dead and giving to the needy. Nicholas inherited
a large sum of money from his wealthy parents, and he used
hiis fortune to secretly give gifts and money to the less fortu-
nate. After his death, people in his region continued anomy-
mizushy giving to the poor, and often these gifts were =tll at-
tributed to 5t. Nicholas.

In one legend a once-wealthy man lost his fortune
and he didn't have encugh money to pay his daughters’ mar-
riage dowries, and therefore they would not be able to be
married. Micholas heard about the man's plight and provided
the three girls with bags of gold to pay the dowries. One ver-
sion says that he dropped one of the bags down the chimney

to avoid being seen by the father.

This story was tuned into a popular Dutdh folk
tale, where 5t. Micholas was deemed “Sinterklaas"” The
word was misproncunced by settlers to Mew York in the
17th century, and so the name “Santa Claus"™ was bomi.
Westernising Santa was an effort that imeohved two Amer-
ican writers, a political cartoonist and the world's most
popular soft drink. These sources merged to form the
Samta we see on greeting cards and in numerous Christ-
mias adwertising.

1805 Washington Irving gave the first detailed descrip-
tion of Samta in his book History of New York. Inving de-
picis him flying abowve the trees in a horse-drewn wagon
and dropping gifts down chimneys. Physically he is a jolly
Dwichman im baggy pants and a broad-rimmed hat sook-
ing a long-stemmed pipe.
1823 Clement Clarke Moore wrote the poem A Visit from
Saint Midholas, better kmown as The Night befiore Christ-
mas. Moore added an arctic lo@tion by replacing Irving's
horse with eight reindeer and his crmiage with a sleigh.
Although Moore created Santa’s sipnature - Ho, Ho, Ho
laughs, winks, and nods - his description of 5anta is more
eli-like than human.
1862- Thomas Mast used Moore's poem to illustate a mone
hurman version of Samta for Harpers Weekly magazine. He
gave Santa a home at the North Pole and dressed him in
red. 5anta stll had some elf qualities in this description.
1531- Coke commissioned Haddon Sundblom to illustrate
Santa for billboards and advertzements. Sundblom creat-
ed a portly, prendfatherhy figure with human proportions
and a nddy complexion. He used the signature red oolor
of Coke's packaging for Santa’s suit. This marketing @c-
tic brought the modem version of Santa into the homes
and hearts of Americans, Westerners, and the rest of the
world where Christ-
mas is celebraved.
