urb outside of Philadelphia, I
realized. at the age of 14 or 15
years old that everyone I knew
was Catholic. I went to Catho-
lic School in a Catholic neigh-
borhood andhad no contact with
any other religion. I remember
hearing about other Christian
religions, but weé were taught
that the Catholic Church was
the oldest Church and all of the
other religions came out of the
Catholic Church. I realize that
this is partly true, but I was led
to believe that the reason that
these other religions were
formed was because certain
people could not keep the strict
standards of the Catholic
Church and so they formed re-
ligions to suit their “lower”
standards. This thought is very
deceiving to someone who was
raised Catholic and does not
read the Word of God. Because
of this and other fears that were
instilled in me since childhood,
I always had an uneasy feeling
toward other Christian reli-
gions. ]

As'T grew older I seemed to
drift further and further away
from any thoughts of serving
God. By the time I was in high
school, I had seen so much hy-
pocrisy in the Catholic Church
and Schools that I didn’t have
any desire to serve God.

When I was in my first year
of high school, my older brother
Gerry was in his last year. Af-
ter he graduated, he went into
the Marines. (He had a mean
streak in him, and he thought
that he would like the Marines
because they would make him a
trained killer.) Little did my
brother realize that God wanted
him in a different army.

Growing up in a little sub-

Gerry met some Christian
believers in the Marines. He
was converted and Godrevealed
to him The Message of this hour.
His conversion so greatly
changed him from a mean and
angry young man to d sincere
loving Christian that I had to

take note. He spoke to our fam--
ily about Jesus Christ and the
Bible. My parents felt that he

had been deceived by some cult,
but I could see that something
real had happened . I remember
thinking that he was living like
a Christian should, but I never
imagined that I would change
from what I was.

Several years passed and I
graduated from high school. I
went away to college and fur-
ther away from God. I didn’t
think I was a bad person. I was
just having a “good time”. The
atmosphere in these colleges
does not promote Christian liv-
ing, but rather the atmosphere
created is -one that destroys
young people’s lives before they
even realize something is
wrong. I realize today that it
was the hand of God that took
me out of that college after my
first year. If He hadn’t, my life
would have been ruined by
drugs, alcohol, and fraternity
“brothers” who were also de-
ceived into living for the devil.

The reason that I left that
college was because my girl-
friend from high school (who is
now my wife) became pregnant
with my child. I am not proud
of what happened, but I must
tell the truth. We were both 18
years old. To our shame, we
actually considered giving the
baby up for adoption, but my
Dad strongly encouraged me to
keep the baby and get married.

Irealized that I would never be

. able to forgive myself if we

gave the baby away, so we were
married.

I continued to go to college
full time while working full time
at night. This was the begin-
ning of a very difficult time in
my life. Our marriage quickly
became stormy, so much that I

remember overhearing my par-

ents saying that maybe they
made a mistake in encouraging
us to get married: At this time
in my life the only thing I had
that I really cherished was my
son, Robert. While things all
around me seemed to be falling
apart, he would always be there

.for me. Iremember getting home

from school and being very tired
and discouraged and this little
2 year old boy would run to me
and lift his arms up and call me
“Daddy”. I didn’t feel worthy
tobe a daddy, butI was adaddy
anyway. I loved this boy very
much and I still love him more.
than ever. Robert will always
have aspecial placein my heart
because God used my relation-
ship with him to draw me to
Himself.

My brother Gerry was mar-
ried in Jan. 1987. I went to his
wedding at Tucson Tabernacle
in Arizona. I didn’t feel any
pull at that time, but my
younger brother Mark who was
also very close to me started to
change. I didn’t know it at that
time, but God was dealing with
Mark and he soon became a
Christian.

Mark lived in Philadelphia
and also went to college there. I
soon realized that he had
changed when he would correct
my bad language. I would give
him ahard time, but it was only
because I was discouraged that
I was losing another brother to
something that I didn’t under-
stand.

On March 1, 1987, Mark
was at home talking with my
parents and he told them that he
wasn’t Catholic. This was a

“very difficult thing to tell them,

and he became emotional. I felt
sorry for him and I asked him if
he wanted to go for a ride with
me to pick up some notes for

school. In my mind, I thought it’

was OK to have beliefs, but I
thought he, like Gerry, was go-

ing to far. I remember thinking
that I would calm him down in
the car and get him back on the
right track. (So I thought).
What happened in the car is
still hard for me to understand,
but the result of that ride was
that I knew thatI could nolonger
ignore the Bible and I was go-
ing to read it for myself. As we
drove, Mark was still crying,
but he also started pounding
his knee saying “the Bible’s
right, the Bible’s right”, As we
drove I was resisting what he
was saying when suddenly I
realized that I was resisting
what I knew deep down in my

-heart I believed was right. I

didn’t feel anything, but I be-
lieve that the Holy Spirit that
was on Mark jumped on me. I
remember, that as I realized
how deep in sin I was, I said to
Mark “he’s got me, the devil’s
got me”. Mark ( who was nor-
mally very quiet) shouted, “No!
Don’t say that, You can beat
him.” We cried together for a

.long time, and as we drove home

we stopped and talked for a
while. I knew.that I was differ-
ent, but because I wasn’t plan-

ning on being a Christian, I .

asked Mark, “Am I gong to
believe this tomorrow?” I re-
ally didn’t know what had hap-
pened, but that incident had
changed my life forever.

Iwas alone in the house soon
after that night, and I picked up
the Bible for the first time to
really see what It was all about.
I didn’t know how to pray so I
simply asked God to show me

what I needed to see. I started:

in Matthew and I didn’t get
very far when something really
hit home with me. In Mt. 7: 7-
11 the Scripture says “or what
man is there of you, whom if his
son ask bread, will he give him
a stone?” I could identify with
being a father, and I really had
a great love for my little son.
Then the next verse says “Or if
he ask for a fish, will he give
him a serpent?” I knew that I
would only give good things to

my son. Then it was when I
read the next verse that some-
thing happened within me. It
says “If ye thenbeing evil, know
how to give good gifts unto your
children, how much more shall
your Father which is in heaven
give good things to them that
ask him?” That did it. My heart
was bursting, and with tears
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running down my face, I just

knew that God was speaking to

me. I felt so unworthy, but I

that I was His child.

The Bible became a differ-
ent book to me. Every time I
would sincerely look for God, I
found Him. Even today, He has
been faithful to me as He said
in the Bible. “If you draw near
to me, I’'ll draw near to you”.
So, God dealt with me using
His Word, and He showed me
the error in the Catholic Church.
There was so much that the
Catholic Church did-that was
contrary to the Bible, that I
knew something was very
wrong.

A few months later, I was
having some tremendous battles
within myself. One night in des-
peration I called my older

“knew that He was telling me -

brother, Gerry. I knew he wasa -

‘Christian and I thought he might

be able to help. He had talked
with Mark but had no idea that
something had happened to me.
When he answered the telephone
I was unable to speak. For sev-
eral minutes the only thing I
could do was cry. When Gerry
realized what had happened to
me, he said right then and there
“I’'m coming out to baptize
you.” I appreciated that since I
knew that he didn’t have much
money. But he had been pray-
ing for five years that his fam-
ily would be saved. I was bap-
tized by my brother in a creek
called Valley Green.

Before my brother left, he
wanted to show the family a
video (The Deep Calleth to the
Deep). I had no idea that my
brother believed in a prophet.
As we were walking to see this
video, my younger brother
pulled me aside and told me
that Gerry believed in a prophet.
I said, "A Prophet! Ooh no”. I
went to Gerry to ask him,
“Gerry, do you believe in a
Prophet??” I'll never forget
what he said. He looked me
square in the eye and simply
said, “Yes”. This was a real
shock for me, because the first
thing that comes to your mind
is the false. But we watched the
video, and I remember that as I
listened -to Brother Branham,
my insides were bursting once
again. When he got to that Eagle
Story, that was too much for
me . The tears were rolling
down my face, and I was over-
whelmed with it all.

“hides Himself. The people of

Israel had to believe by faith
that He was behind the curtain.

people living around Israel
couldn’t believe that God Him-
self was actually back there.

Of course
we understand by the Word of
the hour, that there is some-
thing much deeper than drugs
sapping the strength from our
nation. It’s ‘men who forsake
the truth of God’s Word—the
Word sent for our day to help
them escape the plagues already
fallen upon our land.

By 1988 there were 2 million
drug users in the United States
with only 40% of them getting
help for their problem. This fig-
“ure I’m sure has grown, be-

cause things are not prophesied
to get any better for this world.
I might as well say it. Our na-
“tion is beyond the point of help.
There is no drug plan or pro-
gram that will change this prob-
lem. Dr. Pat Kennel, head of the
Highland Hospital emergency

Some of you that are readmg
this article no doubt already
know what drugs can do from

‘your experiences with them in

your B.C. days (before Christ).
Butforthose of us whoby God’s
grace have never taken drugs,
this information will help us to
be better informed.

First of all I want to share
this scripture, which is a key to
our lives as Christians. I Timo-
thy 1:7 says, “For God hath not
given us the Spirit of fear, but
of power and of Love, and of a
sound mind.” A “sound mind”

is a clear mind that functions *

perfectly with the rest of the
body. A sound mind is a.great
gift from the Lord, especially

when it continues to be renewed.

by God’s-‘own thoughts. The
scripture says that God has
given us a sound and healthy
mind. Anything that changes our
minds - from being sound is a
wrong thing. ' '

I have to clarify this before
we go on. When I say drugs, I
mean illegal drugs such as mari-
juana, cocaine, LSD, etc. oth-
erwise known as pot, speed, or
crack. Some drugs can be medi-
cines that help our bodies. And
other drugs, like alcohol, nico-
tine, or caffeine, are legal by
our government. All drugs are

alike though in this sense. They-

all change the ways our bodies

-and minds work. Some are help-

ful, some are harmful.. In II
Corinthians 3:16-17, the Bible
instructs. us that because our
body is the temple of God, we
should not defile or harm it in
any way. We should run away
from anything that hurts our
bodies or minds, even when
Satan tries to persuade us that
it is cool or that we’ll be ac-

Dope hurts. the body in so
many ways, we don’thave room
to show them all. I'll just em-
phasize how it effects our minds.
Psychoactive drugs effect the
mind. I know that’s a big word,
but it makes me sound smart
anyway. The word simply means
that these type of drugs act on
the brain. They change the way
people think, feel, and behave.

" ICorinthians 7:31. "For the fashion of this world passeth away.”

Now we as Christians know that
if there’s any changing like that
to be done, God is supposed to
do it . This drug problem is the
counterfeit from  Satan to re-
place the feeling of God in
people’s lives. Just like Satan
has a counterfeit gospel to re-
place a real Holy Ghost filling,
he also has a counterfeit plea-
sure in drugs.

The easiest way to explain
the effect of drugs is to look at

how the brain works. The brain
is made up of two floors. The
top floor, or cerebral cortex, is
our thoughts and ideas. The
bottom floor, or hypothalamus
and brain stem, controls our
simple needs such as food, wa-
ter, rest and sleep. At the top of
our brain stem is a small area
called the pleasure center. When
our basic needs are satisfied, by
feeding our hunger etc., we have
a good feeling. We have acti-
vated our pleasure centers.
There are normal and natu-
ral things that activate the plea-
sure center. Psychoactive drugs
also activate this area, but they
are not the normal way. Drugs
activaate it too easily and too
often. Eventually the body starts
to depend on this “quick fix” to
make it feel good. This “satis-
faction” is a replacement for
the normal things that give a
person pleasure. The results of
this substitution in people’s
lives are too many to mention.
The brain begins to want this
quick pleasure more than any-
thing else. They shirk responsi-
bilities such as their school, job,
or family. Some new mothers
completely forsake their babies.

their share to the difficulties of

Polycarp’s episcopate.
Polycarp seemed to be the

bridge between the first Church

Age and the second. He was
~ born in 69 A.D. and was a dis- .
ciple of John, the beloved
“apostle. The first Church Age
ended in 170 A.D. -

Polycarp was the teacher of
the Second Church Age mes-
senger, Ireneaus of Lyons.
Ireneaus however exceeded
Polycarp in faith bécause
Polycarp, as strong as he was in
carrying the apostolic faith over
from the first Church Age to the
second, was an admirer of some-
thing that God strongly disap-
proved of — Nicolaitanism.

This can be noted in the letter of

Ignatius, Bishop of Antioch,
wrote him and his Church of
Smyrna and in the letter he him-
self wrote the Philippian
Church. ,
Polycarp’s name might be
translated “much fruit.” This
aptly pictures his character for
us. He was a humble, pious, and
uneducated pastor of Smyrnaen

Church. His steadfast reitera-
tion of the truths he had learned
in youth were the greatest ser-
vices he could have rendered to.
the Church. We should imitate
him in this, hold tightly to what
we have been taught from youth.
This single-minded fidelity en-
sured the continuity of the Ap-
ostolic Faith as nothing else
could have done.

brother were talking to Gerry
and his wife Amy; I was listen-
ing to their conversation from
outside (because I was busy
trying to clean up my nose and
face). I noticed that they
couldn’t understand, and they
were resisting. I went .inside
after my parents went to bed,
and I was listening to Gerry
talk tomy brother Mark and my
wife. Finally, I spoke up and
said, "I don’t understand it all,
but I believe that he’s telling
the truth.” At that point Amy
almost hit the ceiling as she
realized that I was seeing some-
thing. God had wonderfully took
me (a young man who was not
looking for God) and within a
few months revealed to me His
Plan of Salvation and His Mes-
sage of the Hour. Little did I
realize that my battle had just
begun.

My wife could not under-
stand what had happenedto me.
She took a stand right away
that she didn’t believe the Bible.
Therefore, there was no argu-
ment. If someone doesn’t be-
lieve that the Bible is the Truth;
they will never see the Mes-
sage. Being a young Christian I
made many mistakes in dealing
with my wife. I had to learn the
hard way that you don’t try to
force God on anyone. My wife
left me and took our two chil-
dren to her mother’s house. She
didn’tunderstand me, and I was
being too hard on her, even
though I thought thatI was tak-
ing a stand for God. She was
away for alittle while, and God
showed me that it was not my
job to make my wife a church
member, but that she needed to
meet Jesus Christ. Godrevealed
Himself to me through many
different people. But as I look
back, I believe God wanted to
reveal Himself to my wife
through me.

This trial of my wife being
so hard against me seemed too
much for me. I felt alone. I
thought that I was the only one
with this trial. I learned later
that many people have to go
through-it. No one can under-
stand what it is like without

actually being there. Here you

are trying to serve God, and
your spouse is your greatest
trial. Everythingisopenin your
life; there is no hiding what you
réally are. It’s not like meeting
people at church who think they
know you because your spouse
lives so close to you that your
every fault is exposed.

I learned many things in the
years that my wife was against
me. Ilearned that God loved me

when I was unloved Also, God
showed me, that since I was the
one who was claiming to be a
Christian, that I should not re-
quire anything from my wife. If
we were in an argument, I was
wrong, not her. God humbled
me through this situation and
made me realize that in myself,
Iam nothing; but with His Love

and His Spirit I could break.

through the yoke of the enemy
and really love my wife.

Some of the hardest things
that would cut me were things
that Brother Branham said. His
saying “and you husbands who
let your wives go out dressed
that way, you’re not even a
man” really cut me. Later I re-
alized that he was talking to
couples that were both claim-
ing to be Christians. Also,
Brother Branham said “a man
can put his wife away if she
cuts her hair”. Well, many times
when things got rough the devil
would slide up near me and say
“you can put her away, the
prophet said so”. But I would
fight those thoughts, because
something way down deep just
couldn’t accept that. Later God
led me to a Questions & An-
swers tape where .Brother
Branham gave specific instruc-
tions on what a believer should
do with an unbelieving spouse.

In the
very next service I went to, the
preacher opened with the Scrip-
ture I Tim-1:12 “...He (God) is
able to keep that which I have
committed unto him against that
day.”Iwas greatly encouraged.

about one more thing before He.

started to work on my wife.
That was my confession. I
would go around telling people
that my wife was an unbeliever.
Though all of the circumstances
seemed to back that up, God

-showed me that from Eternity,

if she ever would be a believer,
she was always a believer. So,
I was actually saying an un-
truth. I heard a sermon which
also convinced me. It was titled
“Say It With Your Mouth”. God
had spoken to me many times
through this preacher and I
knew God was speaking'to me
again. After this, I started to
confess that my wife was a be-
liever. I feltkinda funny at first,
but it actually forced me to
search myself. I found that I
did have doubts, but as I forced

myself to confess it more and
more, I actually started to re-
ally believe it. This caused me
to have victory where I once
was defeated. I believe that af-
ter I really started believing it 1
probably treated her better.

About one month-after my
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-wife’s conversion, I was asked

to preach. The pastor didn’t
know that my wife was con-
verted. I told him I wasn’t a
preacher but he insisted that I
pray about it because he felt
God told him to call me. As I
prayed, God brought to my
memory something I’d said over
ayear before buthad forgotten.

.I prayed, "God, if you want me

to preach you're going to have
to bring in my wife and open
the door.” I accepted the invita-
tion, and since then God has led
me to help a little group in my
hometown outside Philadelphia.
