Reading Your Bible
One of the most

important -ingredients in a

healthy spiritual life is one
of the most simple and
obvious, reading the Word
that God has placed in our
hands. Brother Branham
was once asked, "How can
a Christian get deeper in the
love of God?" His reply
was one of those simple yet
profound statements that
instructed us to: ""Read the
Word and pray. Read the
Word of God and pray."
All of us want to draw
closer to God and grow in

grace and in knowledge. In

a Message called "Sir, We '

Would See Jesus" in
Binghamton, NY, he again
said, "...And I'm here to
do all that I can, to help
everybody I can. For I
realize that there's no
persons here, or nowhere,
that would want to be
lost. And that every
Christian wants to get
closer to God and the
more we know of God, or

love Him, and the more
we believe Him."

Filling your mind
and heart with God's Word
will influence the way you
think, work, live and act.

As you read, use
some variety by reading
parts of the Old Testament
then the New Testament
every day. Personalize
passages by inserting ‘your
name in a promise, like
"Behold , I send you, Mary,
Elijah  the  prophet...”
(Malachi 4:5). Take the
concordance found in the
back of most Bibles and
research favorite words. It's
an encouraging study to
find all the passages using
the words "peace" or the
word "life." Record your
favorite  references and
memorize as many as you
can, Read with a purpose
using this kind of guideline:
in every reading, find an
example of someone to
follow,  something . you
could obey, a weakness to

avoid _and  something
positive to ¢laim.

I remember the first
time I read the "Exposition
of the Seven Church Ages"
and put a question mark by
all the passages I could not
fully understand. When I
re-read the book later, I
wondered why I had placed
so many question marks
beside these passages. As
we grow in grace and in
knowledge our "knowing"
of the Word actually
changes, our understanding
matures as we let the Word
unfold and reveal itself.

Prayer

If you take your
concordance and look up
the word "prayer" you will
discover that it has always
been very important to God
that His people pray. By
His Word, God talks to us,
directs us and teaches us.
Through prayer we are able
to talk with God, to
continue our Communion
with Him.

Come with me along
a narrow winding road, and
Ill show you. Have a look
down there. See those
buildings nestled beside the
trees with that- cool clear
stream rippling by and those
luscious green fields of grass.

Living in
the Spirit
"If we live in the Spirit, let

us also walk in the Spirit."
Galations 5:25

By Bro. Barry Coffey

Living and walking
in the Spirit! Think for a
moment how different life
would truly be if everyone
on earth lived and walked
in the Spirit. I think we
would have to call that the
Millenium.  Yet, that is
exactly what Paul is
admonishing us to do, and
yes, it can be done. What is
important to understand
right from the start is that it
can be done only through
Christ who gives us
strength to overcome all
things.

I remember a little
sentence that caught my
attention very early in my
Christian  life.  Brother
Branham in the "Seven
Church Ages" book said he
only had one real desire for

people  who  became
acquainted with his
ministry. He said, "That
one thing is to see
established a true
spiritual relationship

between God and men,
wherein men become-new-
creations_in Christ, filled
with His Spirit and live
according to His Word. "

(Page 381-3) Immediately, I
wanted to know about that
kind of "spiritual
relationship”" and to "walk
with God in a way that was
pleasing to Him and of
greatest benefit to me.

The question then is,
Am I walking in the flesh or
in the Spirit? I_know,
according to Ephesians 1:3,
that I am blessed with all
spiritual blessings in Christ
Jesus. I know also that
according to Galatians 2:20 I
am crucified with Christ,
nevertheless I live, yet not I
but Christ liveth in me. But if
I do not live in_the Spirit,
then the life I live can
sometimes  look very

different than what the Book
says.

the top of the mountain to
sacrifice him in' obedience to
God's command, he was not
walking according to his
own desires but in the Spirit.
When Brother Branham
calmed the raging, killer bull
in  Kentucky, he was
overshadowed by the Spirit
of God and not acting out
of his own will.

So how can I have a
“true spiritual relationship"
like these men of God?
Living and walking in' the
Spirit means that I have to
learn to trust Him to do in
me what I cannot do
myself. When what is true
of me, in Him, is not
expressed in my life, then I
am not walking in the
Spirit.

"Real victory is not based on fleshly
effort, but yielding to Him who is
always able to carry you through."

To live in the flesh is
to do something "out from"
myself, under my own steam.
For example when Abraham
and Hagar produced Ishmael
thinking this- was God's
provided way, they were
doing something "out from"
themselves. When we live in

the Spirit, we also do things

"out.of the Spirit" or by His
energy-and leadership. When
Abraham later took Tsaac to

But when He can have
greater control of our lives,
and we move under His
leadership and energy, then
victories will become a
more regular part of your
life. Real victory is not
based on fleshly effort, but
yielding to Him who is
always able to carry you
through.

The devil's job,
though, is to draw you into

the will of God. Some of
those things are not always
really bad. But if you start
walking apart from His will

(which is His Word) then -

you're naturally going to go
wrong. I read a story one
time illustrating the devil's
tactic of temptation. In a
war between Japan and
China years ago, China lost
many tanks and were at a
real disadvantage. So the
leaders developed a plan. A
single shot would be fired at
a Japanese tank by a sniper.
After a long time another
shot was fired, then after a
long pause, another shot.

After a while, the . tank

driver, eager to locate the
sniper would pop his head
out of his tank to look
around. The next shot,
carefully aimed, would put
an end to him, .

As long as ‘he
remained under cover he
was perfectly safe. The
whole plan was to bring him
out in the open where he
was a sitting duck. Satan's

temptations are designed to
bring you out of the hiding
place we have in Christ. He
wants you to act and walk
in your energy, rather than
in the Spirit. The strength
of our walk is to not do
anything at all -- outside of
Christ. In Galatians 5:17
Paul tells us where the great
battle is: "For the flesh’
lusteth against the Spirit
and the Spirit against the
Sflesh:  and  these are
contrary one to the other:
so that ye cannot do the
things that ye would." He's
telling us the battle is
between the Spirit and the
flesh because they are
contrary. Then stay under
cover!

So here is a key.
When you refuse to come
out from wunder cover
(acting under your. own
power) the Holy Spirit is
free to do His work in you.
He is free to help you
overcome your fears, to

The Apostle Paul
said that we should "pray
without ceasing" (1
Thessalonians 5:17). We
should pray because God
hears prayer (Psalms 65:2)
and He works through

concerns us according to
Philippians. 4:6. One of the
things we also do by prayer
is to give praise and honor
to God for the things He
does for us. Note Daniel
2:19-23 where God answers
a.very important prayer for
Daniel. Because of this
great  blessing,  Daniel
returns thanks to God
because of the mercy shown
to the four Hebrew
believers. Use the
opportunity of prayer to

Our prayers have to be anchored

prayer, He  especially
delights in it (Proverbs
15:8). We should learn to
pray for one another (James
5:13-16), for God's servants
and those who are in a
position  of  authority
(Hebrews 13:18, I Timothy
2:1-2). Truly, we should
pray about everything that

present your requests to
God, but use it as well to
thank Him for the answers
to those requests!

In the Book of Acts
4:24-31, the Believers
prayed and acknowledged
the prophecies that were
coming ‘true right in their
midst. It was evident that

their prayers brought a
response from God for He
shook the place! Again,
Brother Branham
encouraged his own people
in 1960 about prayer and

prayer meetings, "...to you

people that's here around
home, you folks gather in
here, have prayer
meeting. Don't miss that,
stay right with it, see.
And pray, seek closer to
God. Don't never let
fanaticism get among
you." One of the best ways
of defending ourselves from
the wiles of the enemy is to
pray and ever draw close to
Him.

As you mature,
watch how your prayers
change from asking God to
do things for you to actually
becoming concerned about
accomplishing God's will.
Our prayers have to be
anchored in the realization
that we are here for Him,
and we want His - purpose

accomplished in us! In
Matthew 18:19, Jesus says,
"...if two of you shall agree
on earth as touching any
thing that they shall ask, it
shall be done for them of
my Father which is in
heaven." This is not a
clever way for two people
to join up and manipulate
God to accomplish selfish
desires. Rather the word
"agree" that Jesus uses, is
the Greek word from which
we get our English word
symphony! So He was
encouraging the saints to
pray in harmony with the
Spirit who is able to bring
two (or more) together in
prayer over a need. When
Believers meet and trust
that their lives are being
orchestrated by the Holy
Spirit, and our lives align
with the sheet music
(Message) for today we
ought to- expect that God
will move on behalf of His
Bride!

It is obvious that a
healthy  spiritual life
involves prayer and
consistent reading of God's
Word. Through the endtime
Message, the Bible has
become a "new book" to us,
an exciting storehouse filled
with good things for His
people. Don't be like the
boy who carried his
umbrella around under his
arm in the rain. Open the
Word and read it. Open
your heart and mind to God
and ask Him to fill you with
the good things only He can

Living in-
‘the Spirit
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overcome greed, to cast
down imaginations and
everything that tries to exalt
itself against God, to
overcome even our will and
ambition. What a victory
when He is able to walk in
me and actually reproduce
His own life in me. The

Christian  life is not
something we have fo
produce, it is what He

produces in us.

How can we know
more of Christ in this way?
Mainly by recognizing your
need of Him. There are many
people today who have real
serious  problems.  They
usually think that someone
else has the problem and if
everyone else would change
(including  God),  things
would be all right again. The

first step towards any kind of

. overcoming, is to recognize

the: greatest need is truly in
themselves. Growing in
grace is the only way to
grow, and grace is God doing
something for us.

Finally, instead of
caving in to the same old
struggles time after time,
let's begin to create an
atmosphere the Holy Spirit
can work in and do His
work. Resolve yourself to
take your hands off the
particular  problem  you
cannot solve (otherwise you
would) and trust Him for the
answer. Depend on Him and
enter into the solution that
He initiates. This is not
passive, but the active
expression of your faith in a
supernatural God. Let Him
live His life in you as you
go forth in His Name.

I'm reminded of the
way our lives influence
others as we walk in the
Spirit. Brother Branham
tells this story in  1958:
""Some people say, "Well,

I go to chprch 6n Sunday

morning, I listen to our

pastor,. which is a fine
preacher."
